Content Generation (5 marks) 

Site Title: Dog Breath in the year of the plague (in a single H1) 
Menu Items: borq | kwar | phex | slort 
Footer: All content @ 2024, dogbreath. All rights reserved. 

Using emmet equations, generate 12 articles. Each must have: 

• a random feature image.  
• a heading of seven random words of lorem ipsum 
• a paragraph of 26 random words of lorem ipsum 

No image, heading or paragraph can repeat: they must all be unique. 

Make the images greyscale. There are several ways this can be done: take your pick. 

Typography (10 marks) 

All type in the document uses the system-ui font stack, with one exception: in the heading, the 
phrase in the year of the plague is in the charter, georgia, times, 'times new roman', serif font 
stack. 

This site name (dogbreath) & site-description (in the year of … ) must both be inside the h1.  

That heading is responsive, scaling with browser width. 

The font-size of the site-description must be exactly 25% of the site-name, at all times. 

Menu Behaviour (10 marks) 

When the user hovers over a menu item, the other menu items get lighter.
